The heavy trafficin this areais due to transfer of passengers from Chennai Central Railway
station and inter-changing from sub-urban terminals at Moore Market Complex and Park
Station and MRTS Station behind Government General Hospital.

These passengers require easy and safe access to various modes of transport like MTC
buses, taxis and autos apart from proposed Metro Rail. It has been proposed to implement
acomprehensive plan for trafficintegration between various modes of transport to enable
seamlessand convenient transfer of passengers.

The project will be funded by Chennai Metropolitan Development Authority and
implemented by Chennai Metro Rail Limited.

TBM 2 Makes Successful Breakthrough at AG-DMS Station

TBM 2 (Tunnel Boring Machine) of UAA 03 has made a successful breakthrough at AG-DMS
on01-09-15.TBM 1 had already made breakthrough at AG-DMS on 4th July 2015.

The tunneling work had commenced from Saidapet Ramp towards AG-DMS station with a
totaldrive length of 3.3 Km.

The tunneling was carried out with drive through option, passing both the TBMs through
two of the underground stations at Nandanam and Teynampet. With this breakthrough,
the entire tunnelingwork of UAA-03 is broadly completed.

This was one of the major challenges for CMRL as one of the JV partners of main contract
namely M/s Mosmetrostroy had abandoned the tunneling works halfway. CMRL engaged
another contractor to complete the balance works which has now been completed
successfully.

The total order quantity for design, manufacture, supply, testing and
commissioning of trains from Alstom Transport is 42. Out of which 9 trains are
imported from Alstom, Brazil and remaining 33 trains are being delivered from
Alstom Factory set up at Sricity, Andhra Pradesh as a measure of promoting
indigenization and technology transfer of Metro train manufacture.

Trains delivered to depot

A total of 29 trains including the 9 trains of import category, have been
delivered to CMRL Koyambedu Depot. Train 26, 27, 28 & 29 was delivered in
the first week of September 2015.

Trains under testing at CMRL Facility
All nine trains in the import category from Alstom, Brazil have been delivered to the Koyembedu depot and have completed
static inspection followed by all major type and routine tests in depot and mainline.

The first twenty (train No. 10 to 29) Sricity manufactured trains are delivered to CMRL Depot.
e Trains 10 to 18 have completed all tests in Depot and Mainline.
e Trains 19 to 29 are under various stages of static inspection, tests in Depot and Mainline.

Trains commissioned and conditionally accepted by CMRL

* Nine trains have been issued with completion certificate and seven among these nine trains have been conditionally
accepted by CMRL in June 2015.

e The accepted 7 trains are put under revenue service of Stage-1 section of CMRL from June 2015. Maintenance activities
on these 7 trains are carried out by CMRL Rolling Stock Maintenance Team and the warranty obligation is done by the
contractor.

e Present focus is on addressing the customer complaints reported in the trains, which has seen reduction in the
complaints, resulting into improvement of the customer satisfaction.

Trains under manufacturing at Sricity
e Trains 30 to 35 are under various stages of production, as per the schedule at Alstom factory, Sricity. These trains will be
progressively delivered to depot by first week of December 2015.

Standardization and indigenization of Rolling Stock
e Based upon the directions of Ministry of Urban Development, conference on "Standardization and Indigenization of
Rolling Stock for all Metro systems in India" was organised by CMRL on 29th and 30th Sept, 2015 inviting all Metro
Operators of India and Metro Rail Car manufacturers in India. The report, after the deliberations is planned to be
submitted to MoUD in the month of Oct 2015.
