Corridors-3, 4 and 5 at an estimated cost
of Rs. 61,843 Cr. supported by Government of India, Government of Tamil Nadu, JICA, ADB, AlIB and NDB.

The Phase-Il of CMRL Project is the first Metro in India to be the Single Largest Metro Rail Project to be
implemented in one go. With the completion of these 3 corridors by 2026, Chennai will have 173 kms of metro
stretch carrying 25 lakh passengers per day accounting for 25% of public transport trips, to witness its
transformation into a world-class destination for investments and economic activities.

CMRL in its endeavour to provide seamless connectivity to the people of North Chennai to the rest of Chennai
has been working relentlessly to complete the entire Phase-I Extension from Washermanpet Metro Station and
Thiruvottriyur / Wimco Nagar spanning a total of. 9.051 kms. Trial runs have been successfully completed and
soon we will commence commercial operations.

Hence, CMRL held first between
Washermanpet Metro Station and Wimco Nagar Metro
Station on 26th December 2020. During the Trial run,
Diesel Locomotive vehicle was taken for its maiden ftrial

and was completed successtfully. The trial was conducted
on both Upline and Downline.

As the trial run was conducted successfully to the
satisfaction of CMRL officials, on 27th December 2020,
CMRL completed its trial with the Metro Train on both
Upline and Downline successfully. With the tunnels in the
Underground Corridors and the Elevated Viaducts proving
ready for operations in this 9.051 km stretch, the works for
finishes and fit-outs are being done day and night to
achieve early commissioning.

Also, the surface restoration works are on-going in
parallel including installation of various systems namely,
Ballast-less Track, Over Head Equipment Electrification
(OHE), Signalling, Tunnel Ventilation, HVAC, Platform
Screen Doors, Automatic Fare Collection (AFC) gates.

Thiru. Pradeep Yadav, I.A.S., Managing Director, CMRL
along with Thiru. Rajeev Narayan Dwivedi, Director
(Projects), Thiru. Rajesh Chaturvedi, Director (Systems and
Operations) participated in the Metro Train Trial Run.
Senior Officials of CMRL were also present during the
occasion.

This trial run paved way to CMRL's plan for fully
completing the entire Phase-l extension works from
Washermanpet to Thiruvottriyur (Wimco Nagar) covering
9.051 kms with 8 Metro Stations (2 Underground and 6
Elevated Metro Stations) which will connect the northern
part of the city to the Central Business District Area and is
targeted to be opened for traffic by the end of January
2021.

12.30 lakh passengers travelled in Chennai Metro Train in December,
2020. Over 31.52 lakh passengers travelled in Chennai Metro Train
from September 7th to December 31st 2020

Chennai Metro Rail resumed its services in a graded
manner from 7th September 2020. A total of 31,52,446
passengers have travelled in the Metro Train from 7th
September to 3lst December 2020. A total of 3,460,193
passengers have travelled in the Metro Train from 7th
Sept to 30th September 2020. A total of 7,03,223
passengers have travelled in the Metro Train from Ilst
October to 3lst October 2020. A total of 8,58,546
passengers have travelled in the Metro Train from lst
November to 30th November 2020. A total of 12,30,484
passengers have travelled in the Metro Train from st
December, to 3lst December, 2020. On 2Ist December
2020, a total of 47,214 passengers have used the Metro
Train to commute.

A total of 83,813 passengers have utilized the recently
launched QR code ticketing system from September,
2020 to December, 2020 and 18,49,944 passengers have
used Travel Card Ticketing System from September, 2020
to December, 2020. In the month of December, 2020 a
total of 29,583 passengers have utilized the QR Code
ticketing system. While 6,58,213 passengers have used
Travel Card Ticketing System.

CMRL offers a 20% discount on QR Code Ticketing
namely Single Journey Q.R Ticket, Return Journey Q.R
Ticket, Group Q.R Ticket and Q.R Trip passes from
1.09.2020. 10% discount is already available for
passengers using Travel Cards.

All the Entrance gates at all Metro Stations have been
opened for public use considering the convenience and
welfare of public and Chennai Metro Rail Passengers.
Also, all the facilities inside the Metro Stations such as
Lifts, Escalators and Subways connecting the Entrance
of Metro Stations are also being opened to benefit the
public and Metro Rail Passengers.
